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1. Avon and Somerset Police Authority and Avon and Somerset 
Constabulary are committed to deterring fraud and corruption 
which may be perpetrated from within by employees, or from 
outside by other organisations and individuals with whom it has 
contact.

2. The Authority and Constabulary will ensure that measures are in
place to prevent fraud or corruption. However, where reports 
of fraud and corruption are raised these will be thoroughly 
investigated in accordance with prescribed procedures.
